Conclusion:

We found that sometimes things behave differently in salt water and fresh water.  For example a button and chalk, the same kind you use on a school chalkboard, sank in salt water and floated in fresh water.  A meatball floated in salt water and sank in fresh water. This shows us that different items can react differently in fresh and salt water.  Most of the things we tested reacted the same way in fresh and salt water.  If they sank in salt water they sank in fresh water too.  Because only three things behaved differently, it is hard to say if all things will behave differently in salt and fresh water.  We really did NOT find an answer to our question.

We also thought that weight would cause things to sink if they were heavy, We found objects that weighed more than other objects but floated.  For example, white bread weight 25 grams and floated.  A lighter object, the pink eraser, 19 grams, sank.  So heavy weight does not necessarily mean that things will sink.

We thought that if an object had holes in it, it would sink. Both the button and the swiss cheese floated in fresh water.  The button sank in salt water but we are not sure if the holes in the button are what caused it to sink. So holes in an object does not mean that it will always sink.
